Operation Instructions 
 Battery Installation 

Open the battery cover and insert 2* AA alkaline batteries according to 

polarity requirement and then close the battery cover. 
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 Power on/off 

Press the red power button, the two laser output windows will simultaneously 

project one laser lines and the power LED will be lighted. 

Press the power key again, laser will turn of, and the power LED is 

extinguished at the same time.

 Attaching to wall  
As the picture shows, attach LS163III on the wall, adjust it to make the level vial centered, and now 
the laser lines on the wall is horizontal and vertical.
